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 East vs West: What to Expect

Corfu’s coastline tells two different stories, depending on which side of

the island you’re on:

West Coast Beaches

 Wild, dramatic, and stunning at sunset.

 Often wider, with waves ideal for water sports.

 Features iconic spots like Glyfada, Pelekas, and Chalikounas.

 Better for exploration and nature escapes.

East Coast Beaches

 Sheltered from strong winds.

 Calm, crystal-clear waters — perfect for families and children.

 Narrower beaches with fine pebbles or sand.

 Closer to Corfu Town and many resorts.

 Beaches by Region

If you want to plan around your base or explore different parts of the

island, here’s how the beaches break down by area:

• North Corfu: Sidari, Canal d’Amour, Roda, Acharavi, Apraos, Agios

Spiridon, Kassiopi area.

Good for unique rock formations, family fun, and shallow waters.

• Northwest Corfu: Arillas, Agios Stefanos NW, Saint George, Loggas.

More laid-back, with incredible sunsets and wide sandy shores.

• West Corfu: Ermones, Glyfada, Pelekas, Kontogialos, Mirtiotissa, Hidden

beaches close to Paleokastritsa (Rovinia), Agios Gordis, Chalikounas,

Issos.

Best for surfers, long sandy beaches, and scenic landscapes, although

some are remote or secluded.

• South Corfu: Vitalades, Saint George South, Gardenos, Marathias,

Arkoudilas, Kavos.

Very large Sabdy stretches, Peaceful and more remote — great for

couples and relaxation.

• East Corfu: Messonghi, Moraitika, Agios Ioannis Peristeron, Benitses

south, Barbati, Dassia, Ipsos, Kalami, Kerasia.



Easy access, organized beaches, calm waters, and a lush backdrop.

• Near Corfu Town: Mon Repos, Anemomylos, Faliraki.

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West coast, south of Pelekas. Secluded, surrounded by cliffs. Mostly sandy.

Messonghi, The Sandy Beach and Resort in Corfu

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East coast, 22 km from Corfu Town. Sandy, shallow waters. Great for

families and kids.

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Southwest coast. Long sandy beach, quiet, organized. Ideal for peaceful

Golden Beach of Santa Barbara in the Southwest
of Corfu

swimming and relaxing.

Agios Georgios (Saint George South) Beach at

Santa Barbara Beach
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Southwest coast. Wide sandy beach with shallow waters. Organized.

Family-friendly.

Marathias Beach – A Long, Stunning Golden Sand
in Corfu

Saint George South Beach
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Next to Agios Georgios South. Sandy, clean, well-organized. Suit all ages.

Issos – The Huge Sandy Beach in Southwest
Corfu

Sunset at Marathias Beach
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Near Lake Korission. Vast sandy beach with dunes, ideal for windsurfing

and nature lovers.

Chalikounas, The Famous Golden Beach on West
Corfu

The parking area in Issos Beach
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West coast, near Lake Korission. Sandy and wild. Ideal for windsurfers and

sunset views.

Asprokavos & Arkoudilas Beach in Southern Corfu

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Near Kavos. Remote and quiet, sandy with rugged access. For explorers

and nature lovers.

Agios Stefanos and Arillas Beach in Corfu

Arkoudilas cape
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Northwest coast. Long sandy stretches, laid-back vibe. Great for families

and sunset seekers.

Agios Georgios Pagon Beach in Corfu

Northwest, ~35 km from Corfu Town. Deep bay, sandy with some pebbles.

Agios Stefanos beach north Corfu

Saint George North
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Organized. Good for swimming.

Sidari Corfu – Canal d’Amour & Beach Days

North coast. Famous for the rock formations and coves. Sandy beaches.

Popular with tourists and couples.

Loggas Wild Beach in northwestern Corfu
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Near Corfu Town. Small, pebble beaches. Quiet, with views of Mouse

Island. Ideal for short visits.

Pelekas Mountain Village with Shocking Views in
Corfu

Perama Beach Corfu
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Not a beach, but it overlooks Glyfada. Great for sunsets and near sandy

beaches. The beach of Kontojalos lies just under the village, which is

perched on the mountain.

Nissaki Beach Corfu – Tranquil Sinies Retreat

Kontogialos Beach Pelekas
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Northeast coast. Small pebble beach, very clear water. Great for snorkeling

and couples.

Moraitika Corfu Family-Friendly Beach and Village
Vibes

Nissaki Hotel
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East coast, ~20 km from Corfu Town. Sandy with shallow entry. Resorts

and water sports are available.
